* Scissors
* Hole punch
* Pencil
* Circle patterns
* Gold metallic spray paint
* Uncooked Pasta (fun shapes)
* Glue
* Photo (of your favourite horse)
* Ribbon (optional)

How to make it:

1.Draw a circle on the poster board about 4" in diameter
(use a tin can, butter tub lid, etc. for a pattern).

2.Draw a smaller circle in the middle of the first one - make
it a size (opening) that will fit your photo.
